	MINUTES OF A PUBLIC HEARING OF THE VILLAGE OF BRIDGEVIEW HELD ON FEBRUARY 2, 2011 CONCERNING THE 2011 COOK COUNTY COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM

The Public Hearing of the Village of Bridgeview was called to order at the Board Room at Village Hall, 7500 South Oketo Avenue, Bridgeview, Illinois at the hour of 7:02 p.m. by Mayor Steven M. Landek.  The legal notice of the Public Hearing was posted in the Clerk’s Office and published in the Bridgeview Independent on January 5, 2011.

Present at the Public Hearing were:  Mayor Steven M. Landek, Village Clerk, John C. Altar, Trustee Michael Pticek, Trustee Norma Pinion, Trustee Mary Sutton, Trustee Patricia Higginson, and Trustee Claudette Struzik; absent:  Trustee James Cecott.

Village Attorney, Vincent Cainkar, explained that an application has been prepared for a grant request of $32,500 for street reconstruction of 81st Street from 80th Street on the north, 82nd Street on the south, Oketo Avenue on the west, and Octavia Avenue on the east.   The total project cost is $73,157.  The project would be constructed in census tract 8205.02, block group 3, which has 53.4% low/moderate income persons.

Attorney Cainkar asked if there were any questions or alternate suggestions with respect to the application.  No comments were received.  The application will be presented for approval of the Village Board for submission to Cook County by the February 16, 2011 deadline.
