
The area surrounding 
Toyota Park will have 
a different look next 

year! Pace suburban bus 
agency has selected a location 
in the stadium's parking lot 
as the site of its new transit 
center, which will be known 
as the Toyota Park Transit 
Center.

Planning for the new center 
has been in the works for 
nearly two years. Bridgeview 
Mayor Steven Landek and 
U.S. Rep. Dan Lipinski have 
worked with Pace over that 
period of time to ensure that 
the transit center was brought 
to Bridgeview.

The cost of the new facility 
will be $2 million, with Pace 
funding the project.

The new center is expected 
to increase access to public 
transportation for the resi-
dents of Bridgeview, along 
with people visiting Toyota 
Park concerts and Chicago 
Fire soccer matches, among 
other events.

Mayor Landek said that be-
cause of Toyota Park, Bridge-
view was recognized as the 
obvious choice for a southwest 
suburban transit center.

“Nearly 500,000 people 
visit Toyota Park and Bridge-
view every year,” Landek 
said. “It makes sense that 
some of those visitors will 

take advantage of the new 
transit facility, along with 
some of the redesigned routes 
that will also be a part of this 
project.”

Landek also mentioned 
that an additional draw to 
the facility will be a pos-
sible Park & Ride feature 
to Midway Airport, which 

will provide residents and 
commuters from surrounding 
communities easy access to 
the airport.

The transit center will 
feature an outside waiting 
area that is covered for those 
looking to utilize the subur-
ban bus service. In addition 
to the facility itself, there will 

be landscaping and greenery 
installed.

With the groundbreaking 
scheduled this month, work 
will begin on the sewer, water 
and bus entrances. Construc-
tion on the facility itself will 
begin next spring with a 
grand opening set for some-
time in late summer 2014.

The Bridgeview Village 
Board of Trustees recently 
gave approval to purchase two 
police vehicles to replace two 
older vehicles in the fleet that 
are high mileage and require 
increasing maintenance.

The new vehicles —2014 
Ford Police Interceptor util-
ity all-wheel drive vehicles 
— were chosen after review 
by Bridgeview Police Chief 

Russell Harvey and Trustee 
Norma Pinion.

Trustee Pinion, who chairs 
the village board's Police and 
Ordinance Enforcement Com-
mittee, was a strong proponent 
of approving the measure. 

“The purchase of these 
two vehicles ensures that our 

police force has the necessary 
tools to keep our residents 
safe and respond to emergen-
cies in a timely fashion," she 
said. "The vehicles will have 
lower maintenance costs and 
improved fuel mileage, saving 
us tax money over the course 
of using them.”

More than 300 people at-
tended Prairie Material’s 

4th Annual "Run for the Vets" 
motorcycle rally on Sept. 8 to 
raise funds and supplies for the 
veterans at Manteno Veterans 
Home, the destination of the 
50-mile ride.

Participants in the rally gath-
ered at Prairie Material in Brid-
geview, where they were treated 
to coffee and juice donated by 
Prairie Material and pastries 
donated by Talerico-Martin 
Wholesale Bakers in Summit. 
Bridgeview Mayor Steven 
Landek was there to greet the 
riders before their ride.

At 10 a.m., 265 motorcyclists 
departed en route to Manteno 
Veterans Home. Police depart-
ments all along the 50-mile 
route showed their support by 
ensuring the riders were able to 
travel through the intersections 
safely. 

After arriving at the Manteno 
Veterans Home, the participants 
had a cookout lunch and raffle, 
which, along with the $10 entry 
fee, helped raise the funds for 
the veterans. The Bridgeview 
Lions Club assisted with the 
cooking. 

The rally raised over $5,300 

to support the veterans, in addi-
tion to supplies, such as socks, 
clothing, shaving materials, 
deodorant, toothpaste, and 
shampoo. 

The “Run for the Vets” rally 
has raised over $17,000 for 
veterans over the course of the 
four years the event has taken 
place. 

According to Tony Scott, 
who, along with Marybeth 
Maciarz, coordinates the entire 
event each year, the rally has 
grown in numbers and dona-
tions with each year. 

“I was proud to be asked to 
help coordinate this annual 
run that benefits all those who 
fought for our freedom,” said 
Scott, a Vietnam veteran of the 
Navy. “We couldn’t accomplish 
this event without the coopera-
tion of the company president, 
Richard Olsen.”

Toyota Park hosts weekly Flea Market

Toyota Park hosts Harlem Avenue development forum

Motorcycle riders were out in force at 
Toyota Park in September to fine-tune 
their riding skills in what has become a 
routine visit for Ride Chicago, an orga-
nization that trains both new and experi-
enced motorcycle riders. 

Intermediate training took place for rid-
ers who were already licensed and looking 
to enhance their riding skills. Participants 
were able to improve on a variety of skills, 
including body steering, emergency brak-
ing techniques and advanced swerving. 

Ride Chicago General Manager Brad 
Boehmer said each session produces 
around 11 graduates.

“Ride Chicago has been working with 
Toyota Park for six years,” Boehmer said. 
“After having used other facilities in the 
past, we have found that the location, sur-
face conditions and flexible schedule have 

worked out perfect.”
Through a partnership with the Illinois 

Secretary of State’s office, any graduates of 
the Ride Chicago program can take the li-
censing test and be licensed at Toyota Park.

of testing need to call 773-878-7433 or 
email info@ridechicago.com. Testing 
at Toyota Park is finished for this year, 
but is available in nearby locations. The 
classes are expected to resume at Toyota 
Park next year.

Bridgeview Trustee Jim Ce-
cott and Director of Build-

ing and Inspectional Services 
Joe Kaput hosted officials from 
surrounding communities at 
Toyota Park on Sept. 18 to 
discuss economic development 
opportunities along Harlem 
Avenue. 

 The event, which was 
sponsored and organized by 
the Southwest Conference of 
Mayors, highlighted several 
areas along Harlem Avenue 
from 63rd Street to I-80, which 
are primed for development, 
including a few locations in 
Bridgeview.

Real estate brokers and 
developers had an opportu-
nity to take a bus tour to all 

of the sites along the corridor 
ready for development, while 
municipal officials provided 
background and other informa-
tion on the featured locations.

Trustee Cecott, along with 
Kaput, presented information 
for the areas in Bridgeview. 

“We are starting to see 
things turn around,” Cecott 

said. “We feel optimistic 
about the opportunities we 
have for developers along our 
portion of Harlem Avenue, 
and we’re beginning to see 
that from interested develop-
ers too.”

He referenced the new 
Circle K plans for a lot next 
to Toyota Park as evidence 
of a turnaround. Other areas 
highlighted for development 
included additional lots around 
Toyota Park, along with the 
Bridgeview Court Shopping 
Center area.

Other villages that partici-
pated included Bedford Park, 
Oak Lawn, Palos Hills, Orland 
Park, Tinley Park, Chicago 
Ridge and Worth. 

Community leaders, real estate brokers and developers were 
among those who attended the Harlem Avenue economic devel-
opment forum held at Toyota Park on Sept. 18.

Ghost expert will tell spooky tales
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Bridgeview main-
tains its technology 
position in managing 

safety and security — and 
saving tax dollars — by 
implementing new man-
agement systems for our 
municipal employees.

 Bridgeview’s little em-
ployee ID card does three 
things to help manage our 
community on a daily basis. 
Just the size of a credit card, 
the employee ID card:

1. Provides safety to all 
the residents of Bridge-
view. When someone 
knocks on your door and 
says they are with the Vil-
lage of Bridgeview, ask them 
to show their employee ID 
card. They must carry it with 
them when on the job and 
should be eager to present it 
to you. If the card looks sus-
picious or is in poor condi-
tion, just call the Bridgeview 
police non-emergency 
number, 458-2131, to have 
the ID verified.

2. Opens doors. Bridge-
view has reduced the num-
ber of doors in the Village 
Hall and stadium that need 
a key to open them. In-
stead, the doors are made to 
operate electronically. The 
employee simply swipes a 
pad by the door, and imme-
diately the computer knows 
who has entered through the 
door. If an employee doesn’t 

have authorization to be 
in that area, the computer 
locks out that person. What 
does this all mean to you 
the taxpayer?  No more lost 
keys, no more replacement 
keys and, most importantly, 
no more expensive changes 
of locks and keys.  

If a card is lost or stolen, 
within minutes the card is 
disarmed in the system, and 
a new card and bar code is 
issued. These quick systems 

assure security in municipal 
buildings at a low cost to 
the residents.

3. Acts as a time clock 
identifier. Each employee 
is required to swipe in each 
day and place his or her fin-
ger on the time clock. The 
time clock reads the card 
and matches the fingerprint 
to assure the employee is on 
the job. Nearly 80 percent 
of Bridgeview tax dollars 

is spent on personnel. As-
suring the taxpayer that all 
employees are present on 
the job helps assure every-
one that “ghost payrolling” 
or absenteeism is not using 
up our valuable tax dollars.

ID cards may not be a 
hot topic, but every day 
your mayor and trustees are 
finding ways to get the most 
value out of a dollar. This 
is just another way to keep 
taxes in line.

near completion. Each of these projects 
will ensure easier and safer travel in 
Bridgeview. 

71st Street underpass
The long-awaited 71st Street under-

pass is taking shape and is on pace to 
finish soon. Over the past month, work-
ers have installed the mainline pavement 
on the west side of the underpass, along 
with placing the stone on the east side 
of the underpass to prepare it for paving. 
All roadway drainage has been com-
pleted as well. 

Over the next month, workers will 
pave the east side of the underpass, pour 
the curb and gutter the entire length of 
the project, pour sidewalks throughout 
the entire project, install lightpoles and 
pour all the driveways within the proj-
ect's limits. 

79th Street resurfacing
Work on the 79th Street resurfacing 

project is nearly complete. With all of the 
resurfacing finished, the final stages of the 
project include putting permanent road 
surface markers down. This process will 
begin at Cicero Avenue and move west-

ward toward 88th Avenue. After complet-
ing the surface markers, workers will 
replace any brick paving, sod or driveways 
that were disturbed in the process of com-
pleting the resurfacing project.  

New sidewalks
All of the new sidewalks have been 

installed that were a part of the $200,000 
Safe Routes to School Grant, along with 
the restoration around the new sidewalks. 
Bridgeview residents are reminded to 

keep the sidewalks clear of parked ve-
hicles when they park in their driveways. 
It is against village ordinance to block the 
sidewalk. This is in an effort to ensure 
children and pedestrians have a safe way 
to walk around our community.
